TRIED AND TRUE SCHOOL LUNCHEON RECIPES
This month I have two recipes from The Austin County Fair Cookbook (2007 - 80th Year) you might try for the holidays. Both recipes are tried and true from 2 of our own DKG members. I am pretty sure both recipes would have been at a few teacher’s luncheons! If you have a yummy from one of your teacher luncheons, please send them to me. Please give the credits to the recipe book or friend you got the recipe from. 
Microwave Pralines - Jessie Kokemor  (Reserve Champion 1986, TEEA)
1 c. sugar


      1 c. Water

1 c. Packed brown sugar
      1 tsp. Vanilla

2 T. Light corn syrup
      1 1/2 c. Pecan pieces

Combine sugars, corn syrup and water in 2 quart glass bowl. Mix well. Microwave on high uncovered for 5 minutes. Scrape sides of bowl. Microwave 9-11 minutes; needs to register 240 degrees on candy thermometer. Add vanilla and pecans. Stir quickly and as soon as it starts to thicken, quickly drop by teaspoonsful onto greased cookie sheet. Let stand until set.

Fudge Pecan Pies - Annette Balke (a twist on the normal pecan pie)

4 unbaked (9-inch) pie shells

    
 6 T. Light corn syrup

2/3 c. Margarine

            2 c. Sugar

6 squares semi-sweet chocolate

  1/2 tsp. Salt                           8 eggs, room temp.
2 tsp. Vanilla                                       4 T. Flour
3 1/2 c. Chopped pecans

Heat oven to 350 degrees. Melt butter and chocolate together. Let cool. Beat eggs until light. Add flour to eggs and beat well. Add corn syrup, sugar, salt, and vanilla to mix. Stir in pecans and chocolate. Pour into the 4 unbaked shallow pie shells. Place the four pies on baking sheets. This helps the shells to brown on the bottom. Bake for 30-45 minutes. If the shells get too brown place a sheet of foil on top of the pies. Turn the temperature off, open the oven door and let rest for 10 minutes. The tops will be crusty and filling will set.
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Remember to reply promptly telling the hostesses whether or not you will attend the meeting. An email or phone call is sufficient.
